 Last Friday, a Tibetan ( 藏族的） postwoman became the first woman postal worker to give a speech at the World Postal Meeting in Bern, the capital of Switzerland. She was Nima Lamu, a postwoman of Yunling Post Office , Yunan Province.

 She said, “ I had to cross the Langcang River along a steel wire. My younger brother nearly died in the river before. I felt so afraid when I was asked for the first time to cross the river. But when I reacher the other side, I found that I was flying.”

 Her area is locked in ( 封闭）two snowy mountains and three big rivers. She said, “ what worries me most is the snakes on the way, sometimes, I throw little stones towards them and I often tell myself “ keep going”.”

 Zhou Yunpeng, one of the most influential folk musicians on the mainland, has been busy touring Hong Kong and Taiwan. Performing is his life-hood, and he jokingly refers to himself as a “ migrant singer.”

 Born in 1970 in Liaoning province, Zhou lost his sight at nine. His childhood memories consist of trips with his mother to hospitals to ask doctors about his deteriorating vision ( 恶化的视觉）。 The last thing he remembers seeing is an elephant playing the harmonica ( 口琴）with his trunk.

  At 10, Zhou began attending a school for the blind in Shenyang. He went on to study at a high school in Tianjin; where he had his first music class.

 Zhou hoped at first to learn the erhu,but after a while he decided to learn to play the guitar. 

  After high school , he entered Changchun university. He did not choose to study music, because the school’s only music department focused on classical works: the young Zhou was a pop fan. He hoped to become a writer and poet instead.

 But writing is a hard way for a blind man to make a living. Zhou decided to come t Beijing and earn money as a bar singer in 1997. In these days, the only way to hear his songs was very limited airplay on local radio stations.

 Things changed in 2004, when Zhou released ( 发行） The Breath as Silent as a Riddle, his debut album ( 首张专辑）under Modern Sky Records. The power of the internet helped many people discover Zhou’s music.

 America and British people both speak English. But sometimes it does not seem like the same language. In fact, there are some important difference between British and American English.

 First of all, they sound very different. Often, Americans don’t say each word separately. They say several words together. Americans may say “I dunno” instead of “ I don’t know.” or they may say “whaddya say?” instead of “ what did you say?” however, the British are more careful in their speech. They usually say all the owrds and keep them separate.

  Sound is not only the difference between the British and American English. Words sometimes have different meanings too. Some America words are never used in English. The same thing is true of some British words in America. For example, the vocabulary for cars and driving is very different. Americans drive trucks,but in England people drive lorries.

  Many expressions are also different in the two countries. In England, if you are going to telephone your friends, you “ phone them up”. In America, you “ give them a call”. When you are saying goodbye in England you might say “ Cheerio!” In America you might say “ see you later.”

 There’re also some difference in grammar. For example, Americans usually use the helping verb “ do” when they ask a question. They say “ do you have a storybook?”  But the British people often leave out the helping verb. They say “ have you a storybook?”

 All these differences can be confusing if you are learning English. But most languages are like this. Languages change over time. When people live in separate places, the language change in different ways. This is what has happened to English. It can also happen to other languages, such as French. Many people in Canada speak French. But their French is different from the French of France.
