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In the eyes of many foreigners, Chinese are the best hosts (F A and the worst guests in the
world. They're not really bad guests, but because the guest - host relationship in China is much different
than in some western counties, it appears they are not nice guests. And,weétem guests sometimes look
rude in the eyes of Chinese guests.

In China, guests are almost like gods. Whenever I enter a Chinese person's home, there is always
fruit on the table for me, and someone is quick to bring me a cup of tea or water. In the west, generally the
guest is not a god. Acting according to the host's way of doing things is usual behavior for a guest.

My wife's mother, a very kind elderly Chinese lady, doesn't smoke. When I see some of her guests
smoking in her house, as a non - smoker, I feel unhappy. Usually I want to stop thern directly, but I must
realize that in China, to be a good host, she must not do that. In most North America homes, if you are
a guest, and the hosts are not smokers, you should not smoke in their house. At the very least, you could
ask, "Is it OK if Ismoke? ""But, don't be surprised if they say, "No, you can't smoke. "In our culture,
if you smoke in their home, you are a bad guest, but if they don't allow you to smoke in their house, they
are not a rude guest.

Guests in China also have special habits. Some western people may not adapt to these habits very
soon. Thankfully my wife is Chinese, so whenever we visit a Chinese family she tells me to buy them a
gift. However, giving a gift to a host is not always necessary in my country. So, if you invite international
guests to your home, don't be too surprised if they don't bring you a gift.

In China, you probably won't need to change the guest - host relationship very much because you
will probably only be the host, and Chinese are naturally very good hosts. If western hosts invite you to
their house, try not to be too surprised if their style of treating you is not what you have expected.

Nowadays, the food that you buy comes from many different countries. Have a look in your fridge,
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cupboard, and fruit bowl and check the origins(#4) of the food. Perhaps there are apples from California,
jamb from New Zcaland. or potatoes from Egypt? You will probably be surprised how far food travels to
get to your plate. This journey, from “field to plate”. is called “food miles™. A food mile is the distance that
food travels from the farmer's ficld to the person who buys the food. Nowadays, food often travels
thousands of miles to get to the consumer(yH %%:#). Why is this, and what is the influence of these long
distances?

Traditionally, farmers sold their food in the local market, so the food didn't have to travel very far.
The consumers also did not travel very far because they went to their local market to buy the food. This
was a good system for farmers and consumers. However, there were some advantages. For example,
consumers could only buy food that farmers produced Jocally. Besides, they could only get food that was
in season. Now, because of modern technology, food comes from all over the world. We do not have to
wait for spring or summer to buy strawberries or tomatoes. They are available in winter if we want.

Some countries have to import(J# I7) most of their food. This is because they have difficult climates.
The United Arab Emirates (UAE), for example, gets 85% of its food from other countries. Even food made
in the UAE often uses imported materials.

What's wrong with “food miles”? Is this not a good way of increasing international trade? 1 believe
these miles are worrying for a number of reasons. First of all, because food travels such long distances, we

Tiéed mmore planes, fotries, and shipsto move the food: This means we use more oil or petrol, so there is
more pollution and more global(4= k) warming. In addition, food that travels a long way is not fresh
and usually not very tasty. Tomatoes, for example, are picked early and stored for their long journeys. For
this reason, they are usually tasteless when they get to the consumer. Local food has a better taste, and it
also reduces the amount of global pollution. We need to buy more local food.
