Once upon a time there lived a great storyteller whose stories gave both children and adults 2
Iotof pleasure and ejoyment. He tod a sory about an emperor who loved new clothes and sbout
atiny gil who was no taller than a person’s tuam (HH7E).

Tuat storytellers name was Hans Chistian Andersen. He was bom in Denmark. He wote
more than 150 stories, which are told in many couatries. He became the first author to write 2nd
‘publish his own fairy tales. Andersen grew up poor. His father was 2 shoemaker, and his mother
could hardly read. Andersen once said, “Most of what I have written is  reflection of myself” His
saiy tale, The Ugly Duckling, about a duckling that i laughed b ofher animals uatil i grows up
o be a swan (F233), was writen according o kis own experience as a child. His oher famous
faiy talesinclude The Litle Match Girl, The Daughter of the Sea and The Snow Queen.

Andersen's fans celebrated the annversary (442 ) of his 200th birthday in 2005
People are told his fairy tales in many coutries. They organized diferent kinds of celebrations to
cennind people of Andersen and Andersen's faiy tles.

In Denmark, 15-foottall pugpets (7 %) danced in mid-ir every night fom May uatil
