Ho was working In iy arents”
bookstore in Miami, Florida. One of the customers was a pikot, Gary. Rebipgies o
day, Robinson asked Irving if he was interested. in flng, Iving didy hask e o
smart enough. But the next day, Robinson took Irving to an sirport. He showed Irving
inside the cockpit (L ##%) of a Boeing 777. That experience changed Irving's life.

Irvig really wanted to fl, but flight school was expensive. To achieve his drearm,
he worked different jobs. He washed airplanes and cleaned swimming pools. At home
he practiced flying on a video game. In the end, he got enough money for flght school,

At flight school, Irving achieved his dream of lcarning how o y. But he wheafi
finished. Next, he planned to build his own plane and fly algne around the worl

Building the plane was difficult. Irving asked more than SO companies for airplane
parts. Most said no, but he persisted (M %4%) in asking. Three years later, he had
parts worth $300,000. Columbia, an airplane company, agreed to build a plane using
the parts.
