To make use ofidal energy, we need o build idal power
stations. The bays* and the river mouths where the tide is
igh (the tidal range is more than 10 metres) are usually
perfect sites to build tidal power stations. There arc many
such places in the world. According 1o the IRENA (the
International Renewable Encrzy Agency), by just using 2%
of our coastlines, we can produce 4,383TWh of ocean power
‘cach year, enough to meet 16.4% of the world's eectricity necds.

o build a tidal power station, we need 10 build a darm. In the dam are many furbines and on
‘cach turbine there is an electric generator®. When the tide rises, water comes through the dam, the
turbines tum and th electric generators work, producing clectriity.
