“He loved the cake so
much,* says his mother, Faith, who lives in Winnipeg with Brendon. *1 had to hide it in the back of the
todee.

Brendon’s surprise came from Cakes for Kids, a group of home bakers (U1 #8) who know that a simple
birthday coke can be uncomman for poor families ike the Fontaines.

The group was set up three years ago by Cheisty Rogowskis  40-year-ald who works in health care
software, and her partner, Wendy Singleton. “lmagining # child who wasn't going 10 have o birthday cake
was really upsettng, " Rogowski says.

A Facchook call-out for voluateers finally added 150 bakers 1o their name list. When volunieers first
apply (G T0), they're asked why they wani 10 do so. “Some people have said that they did't have » cakeson
their birthday growing up, and they knaw haw important says Singleton, More commonlys though.
they say they wani familes in need 10 know that thee neighbors care about thern.

The mames of the cake roceivers are provided by commuity organisations and Winnipeg Child and Family
Services. A child might receive & cake because the family is poor. Sometimes a child in sick, loaving the
family o busy 10 make the treat themselves, Cakes also g0 10 chikdren lving in foster care (W), Jodi
Korolyi, & worker with Winnipeg Child and Family Services, has 0 far ordered birthday cales for five of the
almost 800 kids in their system.
