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In the future, people may travel to Mars ( K £ ) by water-powered spaceship! Today’s spaceships
are fine for getting things into space, but they are not so good at travelling long distances. These
spaceships burn chemical fuels ( #4%} ), and they are very expensive. Scientists say that a water-powered
spaceship could make the trip to Mars much cheaper. The idea is just in the planning stages now, but
scientists think such a spaceship could be developed soon.

The key to the water-powered spaceship is the engine ( & Zi#1. ). Regular engines push spaceships
by burning fuel. The water engine will use steam, created by solar panels ( AP fE4R ) that heat water
to a high temperature. Of course, the spaceship will have to carry a lot of water for the long trip to Mars.
