A car i lso a cause-and-effec toy—itteaches children that thei actions
can make something happen. It's super interesting and excitng for ids to lean tht they can
change something in their environmen, and they may feel proud of what they have done,”
Capanne-Hodge says.

Bvery child is unigque i how they engage with toys, and the reasons for their play style may
be diverse and complex.
