Researchers in China developed a simple，solar-powered water desalination（脱盐）.They have made a breakthrough in getting fresh drinking water from sea water by using sunlight
Equipment in this system tum water sources into fresh water through solar energy.How the system uses each of the multiple stages to remove salt from the water is critical to its efficiency.The heat released per stage will be used by the next stage，In this way， the team's device can convert（转变）the energy of sunlight into the energy of water evaporation （蒸发） with an efficiency of 385 percent
The device can be considered as a multilayer solar still. The heat is absorbed by its flat panels（（控制板）and then transferred to make water evaporate. The vapor then cools down and turns into liquid water on the next panel. As the water is collected, the released heat is transferred to the next layer.
The team's I0-stage system produces pure water. Its quality is above the city drinking water standards. The system is different from some others for the fact that there is no accumulated(累积的) salt to be got rid of.
Further experiments will be carried out on the device to optimize（优化）the choices of materials Researches will also work on the design of the device to make it more consumer-friendly, It is expected that the system could finally help developing regions that are short of electricity supplies but rich in sea water

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Microsoft plans to accomplish "Carbon negative" by 2030, meaning that it will erase more carbon from the environment than it emits（排放）. And the step is to clean up all the carbon emissions it has produced since 1975.when it was founded.
More attention has been drawn to removing carbon from the atmosphere.There are a variety of methods toward that and Microsoft will focus on nature-based methods like planting trees, and technological ones， like capturing（捕捉） carbon directly from the air.
The company's Chief Environmental Officer says an investment of one billion dollars will be provided for the development of carbon removal and reduction technology. Microsoft’s decision of counting its supply chain’s emissions is an extension of its previous commitment to run data centers mainly on the renewable energy.
The company's intention to promote low-carbon policies was highly recognized by environmentalists. "A company's most powerful tool for fighting climate change is its political influence, and we’re eager to see Microsoft use it" Eizabeth Sturcken, Managing Director of EDF+Business said

It is August 1939,and a group of frightened children are boarding a train at Prague's Wison Sation. These are among the 669 children,most of them Jewish,that Nicholas Winton will go on to save from death at the hands of the Nazis. The lucky Jewish children, each with identification numbers around their necks,sobbed goodbye to their biological parents and then met their British adoptive parents at a British station to start their new lives,
Nieholas Winton was born on 19 May 1909 in London. On leaving school,Winton worked in banks in Germany and France.  He returned to Britain in 1931. In December1938 a fiend asked Winton to come to Prague to aid people who were escaping from the Nazis.In Prague, Winton saw people living in terrible conditions and whose lives were in danger. He decided to help transport children to safety in Birtain
He established an office to keep records of the children, and then returned to Britain to find temporary homes for them. He used donated funds and his own money to pay the 50 pounds per child that the British government required. By August1939, Winton had saved 669 children
During World War , Winton served as an officer in Britain's Royal Air Force. He left the military m in 1954. He then worked for international charities and for various companies. For the most part, he did not mention the children he saved,and his actions soon disappeared from people's memories.
