Meat and vegetables are measured in grams and kilograms. Mitk and other

These units only measure
quantity; they donot measure the value of the food to the body. The unit which
measures the quality or value of food is the calorie, the amount of heat given
off by food when it burns. This measurement tells how much energy a certain
food has when it is completely used by the body.

Our bodies use varying amount of calories. The more exercise we take, the
more calories we burn. If we eat food which contains more calories than we
useup, then it is possible that we would increase in weight. In order to avoid
becoming overweight, it is advisable to eat a balanced diet and not to eat too
many foods that have a high calorie rating.

However, large numbers of people in Asia and Sub-Saharan Africa are going
without. The WorldHealth Organization reports that almost 4,000 children die each
day for dirty water or lack (/) of water.
Agriculture is the primary user of water at 70-85% of fresh water in the world.
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Industrial uses of water don’t often come tomind, but youmay be surprised to
know that industry uses 59% of the water supply in developed countries.

Home use takes up only 8% in the world. But as cities grow, the local
government has to cut down on water use. Many cities are turning to privatization
(REHL) of water as amethod of controlling use. The poor are paying as much as a
quarter of their monthly income (L \,) for water in some developing countries.

In 60% of large European cities, groundwater is being used at a faster rate.
People are saving water by simply using less and being careful with what they do
use. Sometimes it's as simple as not throwing out water that they could use
elsewhere.

In Australia overuse of water has always been a problem. The Australian
government has encouraged households and industries to collect rainwater and
reuse water from showers. Technology is helping householders for shower and
bath water for reuse in toilets or gardens.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has made a water saving program
designed to encourage families and businesses to examine their water use and
save more water.

Some new comets have been discovered accidentally by amateur (1)
astronomers. Surprisingly a few bright comets have been discovered with the
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naked eye (RIE) by members of the general public. However, a great number of
comets are found by comet hunters carrying out telescope searches of chosen
areas of the nightsky.

As the movement of all comets is directed around the Sun and because these
bodies brighten as they move towards the Sun, there is a greater possibility for the
discovery of anew comet in the skies towards the Sun rather than away from the
Sun's direction. This means that searches should be put on the western sky after
evening light and on the eastern sky before morning light.

From the astronomical point there is no time during the year which is the best
for the discovery of new comets. A search can be done at any time providing there
i no bright Moon.

Studies done on the discovery conditions of comets discovered before show
that more comets have been discovered in the morning sky than in the evening sky.
Thus the smart comet hunter should make sure that morning activity receives as
much if not more attention than any evening effort.

Inrecent times, the use of advanced CCD technology to discover objects close
to the Earth will in the future greatly reduce the chances of new comets being
found with small telescopes. An example of the new technology is the very
successful LINEAR program operating in New Mexico, However, until a similar
system is based in the southern half of the Earth there will continue to be chances
for the discovery of new comets which come from the south.
