根据下文“allowing scientists around the world to start developing a vaccine(疫亩）on Jan 12,”可知全球科学家开始研究疫苗。而B项“中国健康关于在网上公开了新型病毒的细节”是下文科学家研究疫苗的前提条件。故选B项。
【13题详解】
根据下文“During the 2012 MERS outbreak,research showed that infected camels caused the outbreak.According to the WHO,strict measures were enacted(实施），restricting the sale of camels and camel products in the Arabian Peninsula.”可知，在2012年MERS病毒爆发的时候，政府采取了措施从源头阻断的病毒的传播，而F项“但是没有比阻断源头根源的预防方法了”是下文的论点，下文举例证明了做法的有效性。故选F项。
